The City 
of Rockville has more than 1,000 acres of parks and open 
spaces.

Only 20 percent of American adults meet the aerobic 
and muscle strengthening recommendations for 
physical activities.2  The City of Rockville has five  
state-of-the-art, affordable fitness centers, a swim center, and 
offers hundreds of fitness classes for all ages.

Regular Exercise improves creativity, productivity, 
memory, self-confidence, and reduces anxiety and 
stress.3 Go for a jog or bike ride on some of the City of 
Rockville’s 44 miles of trails.

Camps build social skills, character and self-respect.4  
The City of Rockville offers nearly 50 summer camps,  
classes and programs for youth of all ages.

Seniors that are physically active have lower medi-
cal costs.5  The Rockville Senior Center offers more than 
60 fitness and wellness programs designed specifically for 
seniors, as well as support services and special events.

Young athletes are better able to acquire emotional 
control, learn the value of teamwork, and exhibit 
initiative.6 Children can participate in numerous city sports 
including soccer, football, baseball, track and field basketball, 
wrestling and cross-counry.

Viewing live theater increases students’ empathy 
and improves vocabulary.7 Rockville’s F. Scott Fitzgerald 
Theatre hosts more than 130 family-friendly performances 
throughout the year.

Approximately 17 percent of youth in America are  
considered obese.8 In addition to offering physical  
activities, the city provides nutritional literacy programs such 
as OrganWise Guys.
