We recognize the resilience and 

perseverance of Taiwan facing geopolitical challenges and express our support for the 

Taiwanese homeland and the self-determination of its people. 

NOW, THEREFORE, the Mayor and City Council do hereby proclaim May 10- May 17, 2026, to 

be Taiwanese American Heritage Week and encourage all residents to observe, celebrate, 

and enjoy this special week. 
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
